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Tile Roofs

It is estimated that in the Forest Hill neighborhood, over
200 homes are covered with tile roofing. Tile roofing is an
amazingly sturdy roof type that is 3 to 5 times as durable
as asphalt shingle meaning it should last well over 100
years, if properly cared for.

With longevity such as this, none of the lucky homeowners
with a residence that features tile should need to replace it.
Recently, the Forest Hill Home Owners Standards
Committee tile roof expert, Tony Rupcic, advised a
neighbor who was considering replacing their tile. Tony
helped the owner locate a local specialist in tile roof repair
and saved them ½ of the removal and replacement cost
quoted to change to asphalt.

“Many contractors have no idea how to work on a tile
roof,” said Rupcic. “They walk on it, causing additional
damage and use caulk and fillers rather than resolving the
core problems. The uninformed home owner can easily be
convinced to replace the roof because the contractor has
no idea how to repair it. Destroying a roof that should last
beyond a century is easy. Because of the market for
historic tile, contractors can usually sell the removed pieces
and make additional money on the job.”

“The first thing I suggest is contacting a qualified roofer,”
continues Rupcic. “The FHHO Standards Committee will
help. It is one of the reasons we ask homeowners to seek a
permit. We want to assist home owners maintain the
wonderful old characteristics of their house and a quality
contractor who understands tile, or slate for that mater,
can usually repair the roof for substantially less than a
replacement.”

The remnants of tile roofing have been discovered in
Grecian ruins dating to the 3rd millennium BC. Greek
temples dating to 700-650 BC features tile roofing. The rise
of tile roofing was only possible when mud structures were
replaced with stone. Earlier roofing, thatch was a constant
fire hazard, so the more costly combination naturally
started use in religious structures to insure protection of
the priceless religious artifacts held inside. To avoid the
easily spread fires, Dutch rulers mandated tile roofs as
early as the 14th century.

If more information is required, consider reviewing the
website of Ludowici Tile. (http://www.ludowici.com/) They
will assist in the acquisition of replacement tiles, regardless
of the style. Conducting a web search on “roofing tile” will
also produce additional suppliers of replacement tile.

Locally, Rupcic suggests a call to Lloyd Wright who has
helped a number of Forest Hill residents save and maintain
their tile roof.

If you’re considering a roofing job on your tile roof, please
call the FHHO office at 216-932-8952 and asking for help.
We want you to maintain the value of your home. Keeping
original material does that. Replacing high-value tile with
low-cost asphalt only reduces the value of the home and
no one wants that.

Cleveland Heights City Council Elections

The November 8, 2011 race for Cleveland Heights
council will be divided into two separate groups. Jason
Stein was elected by council earlier this year to replace
exiting councilman Mark Tumeo. He must receive
affirmation from voters to maintain the position. Up until
a few weeks ago, he was opposed by Kevin A. Ziegler,
who announced on August 27th that he was pulling his
petitions to run for the race. Stein is now running
unopposed for the seat.

Three additional seats on Cleveland Heights city council
are also up for election. Incumbent Dennis Wilcox and
Phyllis Evans intend to run for re-election. Existing
council member Ken Montlack has decided to end his
Cleveland Heights political careers leaving an opportunity
for Jeff Coryell, Mary Dunbar, Michael J. Gaynier and
Keba Sylla.

With new voices possible, this should be an interesting
race and one in which each voter in Cleveland Heights
should participate.

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Notes from the Forest Hill Historic
Preservation Society

Happy Silver Anniversary!

Twenty-five years ago the collection of historic homes that
first established Forest Hill as a neighborhood were placed on
the National Register of Historic Places. In 1986, the original
French Norman homes designed by Andrew J. Thomas for
John D. Rockefeller, Jr. and his Abeyton Realty Corporation
were awarded this amazing national distinction. The
nomination, authored by Carol Poh Miller states, “The Forest
Hill Historic District is significant as one of the most ambitious
real estate ventures undertaken in Greater Cleveland outside
of Shaker Heights and because it represents one period’s
vision of advanced standards of community planning.”

Ms. Poh Miller also indicated in application, “The Forest Hill
Historic District is remarkably well preserved.” Now, twenty-
five years later, that statement remains reasonably intact.
Unfortunately, a few homes are abandoned, downspouts and
other crucial elements are missing on others and
homeowners who care little about the historic nature of the
building they own are abusing still others. Yet hope rings
eternal. New owners with a sense of history are moving into
the neighborhood and dollars are being spent to keep them
healthy for another generation. The owners of the homes
decimated by fire and a roof smashed in a storm contracted
reputable craftsmen to repair the damage. Hopefully, their
actions are a preamble to the maintenance of so many
properties in the long term.

Constructed between 1929 and 1930, at the time of the
nomination, these homes were among a handful eligible for
the distinction in Forest Hill. Now, the majority of our
neighborhood would be at a base level, eligible for
nomination because most homes are now beyond the fifty-
year old minimum. Because of the care used in design,
construction and perennial maintenance, a case could be
made for a neighborhood nomination. Then what happens?

For a neighborhood to remain viable, owners and residents
need to work hard. They need to be diligent in repairs,
maintenance and love of the building. Being listed on the
National Register does not do that part. It only serves as a
catalyst.

In the nomination, Miller recounts Rockefeller’s desire, “…for
a village of character, beauty and permanence.” Permanence
is possible only with dedicated people. Otherwise, the
neighborhood is just a fleeting example of generational
architecture, like a flash-mob of design. Our hope is for the
stability of a congregation, all consistently singing the praise
of well-built homes. Lack of involvement and concern has
felled many historic buildings in Cleveland. We’re doing OK
now. Let’s not let the fate of the Columbia Building be
repeated in Cleveland Heights and East Cleveland.

Frank LaGiusa lived at 16290 Glynn
Road until 1996, when he sold his
Rockefeller home to the current owner.
During his time as a resident of Forest
Hill, he was responsible for designing
the National Christmas Tree in
Washington, DC. In addition, he
designed the holiday lighting at Nela
Park, Public Square, Stan Hywet Hall,
Akron’s West Point Market and the
1964 World’s Fair in New York. His
patented elliptical reflector lamp is on
display in the Smithsonian Institute.

Our former neighbor Frank LaGiusa
died August 9, 2011 after
complications following a stroke at
McGregor at Overlook.

Mr. LaGiusa indicated before his death
that he never entered the now-
infamous Forest Hill neighborhood
holiday lighting contest because
neighbors would say, “Of course he
won.

The most
common signal is the skunk turning its tuckus your way
and raising its tail. Every hair on its body will be erect. If
you’re still trying to get the prefect photograph, or coax it
with a delicate grub, hustle your fanny outta there. You’re
about to get a dose of jet fuel.

Secreted by two internal glands connected to two nipples
at the base of the tail, musk is a sulfur compound, which
can cause irritation and temporary blindness, allowing the
skunk time to escape. More controllable than a Patriot
missile, these scent glands can be aimed to either side, in
front, or behind, with a high degree of accuracy as far as
16 feet. The scent glands contain about one tablespoon,
enough for five or six rounds.

Spray Solution
If you or your pet gets sprayed, forget the tomato juice
(make a Bloody Mary instead) as the solution is easy, the
end result worth the mess, and safe for your pets, people,
lawn furniture, and most anything else. When using on
animals or people, avoid getting into eyes, nose and
mouth.

1 quart hydrogen peroxide
1/4 cup baking soda
1 teaspoon liquid soap (any nice smelling hand, body, or
dish soap)
Dab of vapor rub
Rubber or latex gloves

Mix the baking soda and liquid soap in an easy to pour
container, like a shampoo bottle (for pets) or a spray bottle
(for furniture and fabric.) Pour the peroxide in slowly to
prevent foaming. Gently rock mixture from side to side to
mix thoroughly.

Dab vapor rub under your nose to mask the smell. Put on
the gloves. Completely saturate smelly area, rubbing
deeply. Leave for three minutes. Rinse thoroughly. Repeat.

Fun Facts
 The body of the striped skunk is about the size of an

ordinary house cat (up to 29 inches long and weighing
about eight pounds).

 They eat pesky grubs, insects and small rodents, so
they are beneficial in the garden.

 The striped skunk’s scientific name, mephitis mephitis,
actually means “noxious gas, noxious gas.”

 Skunks are resistant to snake venom. They can survive
ten times the amount of venom needed to kill another

animal of similar size.
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Skunks have short lives; fewer than 10% survive for longer than three
years. Their primary natural predators are larger birds of prey such as
Great Horned Owls and Red Tailed Hawks, which have a poor-to-
nonexistent sense of smell and the advantage of aerial attack. One of
the biggest killers of skunks is, not surprisingly, us in our cars. “With
poor eyesight and a huge confidence in their chemical defense, they
will stand their ground in the face of an oncoming vehicle rather than
flee.”

Skunks are nocturnal, so if you see one in the daylight hours, be
cautious as this behavior is abnormal and the skunk may be rabid or
have distemper. Call your wildlife professional immediately (because I
know you have one on speed dial).
